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Fever of Unknown Origin and Dental Sepsis

Although the precise causative mech-
anism of this fever is still unknown,
yet the observation of several unusual
varieties of the manifestation available
in this fever are related to the common
diseases of the dental speciality, if the
attempts to establish the origin of
the disease for the diagnostic and
theraputic purposes are carried out.
From the research probe in the
dental region, thereby the medication
down to the fever becomes easy.
There is no special method to arrive
at the diagnosis except that it includes
careful history, physical and oral exa-
mination and lastly therapeutic trials
may prove valuable to confirm the
suspections of the inflected root of a
tooth.

Several cases of fluctuations and
with the constant symptoms of fever,
however, have been referred to me
for eradication of the dental sepsis, if
available by pediatricians, cardiac
and chest physicians and lastly by
the general Medical Specialist during
my services in the Mayo Hospital,
Lahore, and Sandeman (Civil) Hos-
pital, Quetta.

Col. Malik a Dean ot Medical Facul-
ty, a well known Research Scholar in
the field of Diabetes and general Medi-
cine has always emphasised upon the
general physicians and practitioners
the importance of oral hygiene in
connection with the daily routine
treatment of the cases. I remember,
when I was a student of  3rd year,
this geneous administrator was giving
his inaugural address in the lawn of
West  Pakistan Dental  Hospital,
Lahore, as a chief guest in a function
of ‘“*Dental Health Week” and Dental
Student’s Union Function, said that
the Practitioners should see the mouth
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of a patient before they introduce the
medicine. The Science of dental spe-
ciality is very much indebted to this
physician, whose efforts resulted into
several dental clinics in the District
Headquarters Hospitals of West
Pakistan, when he was at helm of
affairs of the Medical Faculty in
different form of designation.

Hamilton Balley,* while describing
the treatment of chronic pepticulcer
has emphatically stressed opon the
dental attention if the other medical
treatment fails, Similarly several other
authors and physicians stressed upon
the oro-dental Hygiene during their
treatment for cardiac, Respiratory,
gastro-intestinal and Deromic ailments,
Before [ illustrate a few cases I would
like to mention that these cases
with complaint of fever were under
the observation and curative treatment
of a capable physician and after long
time of ineffective treatment these
cases were referred to dental out-door
for common symptoms of teeth and
their adjacent structures or their
distortion etc.

The following are the interested
cases of P.U.O:—

CASE NO. 1. AIM.M, 38 years
Engineer of WAPDA was taken with
fever (99° to 104°F) down for about
one month. Hewas provided anti-
pyretic treatment by the consultants.
I was called to check up the oro-
dental hygiene. On examination there
were pus pockets and the pus cozed
out with slight pressure on the gums.
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
